Special School Election

Mrs. Dougherty reported that the School Board will be holding a special election on January 26
2016 for a bond referendum to authorize new debt in the amount of $16,169,208.00 for school
and facility improvements; the Board of Education was awarded a grant to help offset the cost of
the improvements. The School Board is presenting the Bond referendum at a meeting on
November 24" at 6PM at Ridgway School.

BurlCo JIF Dividend:

RESOLUTION NO. 2015-163
Resolution in Support of Clean Water Supplies

WHEREAS, water is a necessary and fundamental building block of all life; and
WHEREAS, clean drinking water is a fundamental right of New Jersey citizens; and

WHEREAS, all drinking water in New Jersey is supplied by underground aquifers,
rivers, and/or reservoirs replenished by rain, snow melt, or fed by rivers and streams; and

WHEREAS, an ample supply of clean water is critical to agricultural production in the
Garden State; and

WHEREAS, an ample supply of clean water is necessary for a healthy economy and a
robust business climate for key industries in New Jersey, such as hospitality, tourism,
manufacturing, healthcare and others; and

WHEREAS, New Jersey’s ecosystems and wildlife rely on an adequate supply of clean
water in creeks, streams, rivers, ponds, and wetlands; and



WHEREAS, in 2015, 12 of the 21 counties in New Jersey entered into a state of drought
watch and seven drought warnings, watches, and emergencies have been declared in New Jersey
since the year 2000; and

WHEREAS, in 1981, the New Jersey Legislature adopted Chapter 262, known as the
Water Supply Management Act; and :

WHEREAS, the Water Supply Management Act requires the development of a
Statewide Water Supply Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Water Supply Management Act requires the New Jersey Department of
Environmental Protection to update the Statewide Water Supply Plan at least every 5 years; and

WHEREAS, the last completed and publicly available version of the Water Supply Plan
occurred in 1996; and

WHEREAS, for over a decade under an outdated Statewide Water Supply Plan, land use
planning and development have been proceeding in New Jersey without publicly available
updated scientific or policy guidance regarding the availability of adequate water supplies; and

WHEREAS, municipalities depend on the Governor of New Jersey and New Jersey
Department of Environmental Protection to adopt policies and regulations allocating a safe,
sustainable supply of New Jersey’s water resources in accordance with the Water Supply Plan.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of
Edgewater Park respectfully requests that the Governor of New Jersey and the New Jersey
Department of Environmental Protection release an update to the New Jersey Statewide Water
Supply Plan immediately for public review and comment and, following such comment, finalize,
adopt and implement the Plan.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township of Edgewater Park will send a
letter to the Governor’s office, the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection and to
our New Jersey Assembly and Senate members alerting them to our concerns about the lack of a
current Water Supply Plan in New Jersey.

Resolution Establishing an “Edgewater Park Request for Proposal Review
Committee” for 2016 Professional Services

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the TOWNSHIP OF EDGEWATER PARK wishes
to solicit Request for Proposals for Professional Services through a fair and open process in
accordance with N.J.S.A.19:44A-20.5 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the Township Committee wishes to create an Edgewater Park Request for
Proposal Review Committee to guide the mayor and committee in connection with governing the
affairs of the TOWNSHIP OF EDGEWATER PARK; and

WHEREAS, the Request For Proposal Review Committee appointed by the governing
body shall review all qualifying RFQ’s/RFP’s giving due regard to the criteria set forth by the



Township Committee which was posted on the Township Webpage on November 5, 2015 and
advertised in the Burlington County Times on November 6, 2015; and

WHEREAS, the Request for Proposal Review Committee shall make a non-binding
recommendation to the Committee or Body with appointing authority of the professional to be
awarded the contract; and

WHEREAS, the Review Committee prior to making its recommendation may, at its
discretion, elect to interview candidates to better determine their ability to meet the selection
criteria and discuss their qualifications and scope of the work to be performed; and

WHEREAS, the actual contract awards shall be by the Township Committee or by the
Planning Board of the Township of Edgewater Park.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor and Township Committee
of the TOWNSHIP OF EDGEWATER PARK do hereby create a Request for Proposal Review
Committee to assist the Mayor and Township Committee and the Planning Board with its
governing of municipal affairs.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that said advisory committee shall be known as the
“Edgewater Park Request For Proposal Review Committee “and shall consist of six (6) members
to be selected by the Mayor of the Township Committee of the Township of Edgewater Park and
that the Township Committee does hereby appoint the following residents: John Alexander,
Judith Hall, Beatrice Holley, Marian Johnson, John McElwee, and Michael Trainor.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the members are appointed for a term, expiring
January 31, 2016.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Committee shall exist at the will of the
Township Committee, which shall reserve and retain the right to terminate individual
membership at any time, and shall retain and reserve the right to abolish the Committee, itself, at
any time. The committee members shall be residents of the township and shall remain residents
of the township during their terms. A member, who, subsequent to his appointment, shall
maintain an address as his or her principal primary residence that is not an Edgewater Township
address, shall immediately vacate and forfeit his membership on the Committee; and until a
subsequent appointment shall be made by the Township Committee the post shall be deemed
vacant. The committee is advisory only, and shall have no right or ability to spend money or
incur any debt without prior Township Committee approval.

WHEREAS, by way of Resolution No. 2012-156, the Township Committee
entered into a contract with South Jersey Sanitation for solid waste collection and disposal
services for an initial term period of three years with two (2) one (1) year options, which
commenced on December 1, 2012 in accordance with the terms of the Bid Specifications and
N.J.A.C.7:26H-6 et seq; and

WHEREAS, it appears to be in the best interest of the Township to exercise the fourth
year option with South Jersey Sanitation, located at 253 N. White Horse Pike, Bldg E.,
Hammonton, New Jersey, 08037, for solid waste collection and disposal services for one time
per week, for an estimated annual cost of $98,894.40:

ORDINANCE NO. 2015-5
Second Reading and Public Hearing:

An Ordinance of the Township of Edgewater Park, County of Burlington, New Jersey
Amending Title 6 ANIMALS by Adding Chapter 6.16 Titled
“Housing of Domestic Chickens”

WHEREAS, Township Committee wishes to amend the Revised General Ordinance
Ordinances of the Township of Edgewater Park.

WHEREAS, the Township Committee has determined that the Township Code should be
amended to provide for Housing of Domestic Chickens.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the
Township of Edgewater Park, County of Burlington, and State of New Jersey, that the Township
Codes of the Township of Edgewater Park be and are hereby amended as follows:

SECTION 1.
Chapter 6.16 Housing of Domestic Chickens

Section: 6.16.010  Standards for Domestic Chicken-Keeping as an Accessory Activity on
Residential Property

Keeping and housing domestic chickens on residentially-zoned and occupied property in the R-
RFD, R-LD, R-MD and Single-family Districts shall be solely for purposes of household
consumption and shall be permitted only in accordance with the following terms and conditions.



These provisions shall not be construed to allow the keeping of pigeons, game birds, ducks,
geese, pheasants, guinea fowl, or similar fowl/poultry.

(a) Chickens allowed pursuant to this section shall be kept and raised only for domestic purposes
and no commercial activity such as selling eggs or selling chickens for meat shall be allowed
unless authorized as a home occupation through the issuance of a special use permit.

(b) The maximum number of chickens permitted on a residential lot shall be one (1) hen per
2,500 square feet of lot area, not to exceed a maximum of sixteen (16) hens.

(c) No chickens shall be allowed on townhouse, duplex, condominium, apartment or
manufactured housing park properties.

(d) No roosters shall be allowed.
(e) Pens, coops, or cages shall not be located in any front or side yard area.

(f) All pens, coops, or cages shall be situated at least ten (10) feet from adjoining property lines
and twenty-five (25) feet from any dwelling located on a property not owned by the applicant.
Pens, coops, or cages shall not be located in a storm drainage area that would allow fecal matter
to enter any storm drainage system or stream.

(g) All chickens shall be provided with a covered, predator-proof shelter that is thoroughly
ventilated, provides adequate sun and shade and protection from the elements, is designed to be
easily accessed and cleaned. Such structures shall be enclosed on all sides and shall have a roof
and at least one access door. Coops shall provide adequate space for free movement and a
healthy environment for birds.

(h) All pens, coops, or cages shall be kept in a neat and sanitary condition at all times, and must
be cleaned on a regular basis so as to prevent odors perceptible at the property boundaries. All
feed for the chickens shall be kept in a secure container or location to prevent the attraction of
rodents and other animals.

(1) No person shall store, stockpile or permit any accumulation of chicken litter and waste in any
manner whatsoever that, due to odor, attraction of flies or other pests, or for any other reason
diminishes the rights of adjacent property owners to enjoy reasonable use of their property.

() The property owner must file an application with the Township of Edgewater Park, on such
forms as the Township provides. Such application shall be accompanied by a $25.00 processing
fee. The application shall include a sketch showing the area where the chickens will be housed
and the types and size of enclosures in which the chickens shall be housed. The sketch must
show all dimensions and setbacks. Upon review and determination that the proposed chicken-
keeping complies with the standards set forth above, the Township’s Zoning Officer shall issue a
permit to document that the proposed activity has been reviewed and is authorized pursuant to
the terms of this chapter. Accessory residential chicken- keeping operations shall be subject to
periodic inspection to assure compliance with the performance standards established in this
section.



(k) Proposals for keeping more chickens than allowed by subsection (b) above, for observing
setbacks of a lesser dimension than any of those set forth above may be considered and approved
by the Planning Board by Use Variance.

SECTION 2. All regulations or ordinances or parts of regulations and ordinances in conflict
with or inconsistent with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed.

SECTION 3. This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon final passage. Notice of adoption
shall be published as provided by law.

She posed a few questions
about the liability to current pet owners for provoking them to bark or for them to injure the
chickens. She discussed the threat of salmonella and also what process who be considered
regarding disposal of a deceased animal. She feels that the issue bares further investigation.

Dom Troisi, 426 Taylor Court —

Mr. Troisi advised that chickens bring hawks, mink, raccoons, rats and foxes and coups would
require special housing. He said that there is a certain strong acidic odor with chickens and
special sanitary requirements are needed; that is why there are on farms. He also advised
Committee that there is only a 3 years egg cycle for a productive chickens. He asked who would
be patrolling and enforcing the requirements. He pointed out that chickens could possibly
increase the feral cats in the area.

Michelle Clifford, 302 Monroe —
Mrs. Clifford discussed that she is adamantly against chickens and thinks that the police
department and inspections departments have enough to do with their jobs.

Hearing no other members of the public wishing to speak the Mayor closed this portion of
the meeting to public comment.

AND THE CONSTRUCTION OF VARIOUS OTHER
MUNICIPAL IMPROVEMENTS; APPROPRIATING THE



SUM OF $780,000 THEREFORE; AUTHORIZING THE
ISSUANCE OF $568,000 BONDS OR NOTES OF THE
TOWNSHIP TO FINANCE SAID IMPROVEMENTS; AND
MAKING CERTAIN DETERMINATIONS AND
CONVENANTS AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN RELATED
ACTIONS IN CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COMMITTEE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF
EDGEWATER PARK, IN THE COUNTY OF BURLINGTON, NEW JERSEY (not less than
two-thirds of all members therefore affirmatively concurring) PURSUANT TO THE
PROVISIONS OF THE LOCAL BOND LAW, CHAPTER 169 OF THE LAWS OF 1960 OF
THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AS AMENDED AND SUPPLEMENTED (“LOCAL
BOND LAW?”), AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. The improvements described in Section 3 of this Ordinance are hereby
authorized to be undertaken by the Township of Edgewater Park (the "Township"), situate in the
County of Burlington, New Jersey as general improvements. For the improvements or purposes
described in Section 3, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $780,000, including the sum of
$29,120 as the down payment required by the Local Bond Law. The down payment is now
available by virtue of provision purposes in one or more previously adopted budgets. The
Township is also the recipient of a New Jersey Department of Transportation grant in the amount
of $182,880.00, which amount will be applied towards the total appropriation of $780,000.

Section 2. In order to finance the cost of the purposes or improvements and to meet the
part of said $780,000 appropriation not provided for by application of the down payment,
negotiable bonds are hereby authorized to be issued in the principal amount of $568,000
pursuant to the Local Bond Law. In anticipation of the issuance of bonds, negotiable bond
anticipation notes are hereby authorized to be issued pursuant to and within the limitations
prescribed by the Local Bond Law.

Section 3. (a) The improvements hereby authorized and the purposes for which said
obligations are to be issued; the estimated costs of each said purpose; the amount of down
payment for each said purpose; the maximum amount obligations to be issued for each said
purpose; and the period of usefulness of each said purpose within the limitations of the Local
Bond Law, all as more fully described in accordance with specifications on file in the office of
the Township Clerk, are as follows:

(b)  The estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued for the
improvement or purpose is $568,000.

(¢)  The estimated cost of the improvement or purposes is $780,000, the excess
thereof over the estimated maximum amount of bonds or notes to be issued therefore being the
amount of $29,120, the down payment for said purposes, and the amount of $182,880 to be
received from the New Jersey Department of Transportation.

Section 4. All bond anticipation notes issued hereunder shall mature at such times as
may be determined by the Township's financial officer; provided that no note shall mature later
than one year from its date. The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form
as may be determined by the financial officer. The financial officer shall determine all matters in
connection with notes issued pursuant to this ordinance, and the financial officer's signature upon
the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations. All notes issued hereunder
may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. §40A:2-8(a). The
financial officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes from time to time at public or
private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the
purchase price plus accrued interest from their dates to the date of delivery thereof. The
financial officer is directed to report in writing to the Township Committee at the meeting next
succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes pursuant to this ordinance is made.
Such report must include the amount, the description, the interest rate and the maturity schedule
of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser. The financial officer is
authorized and directed to comply with all post-issuance requirements under the Internal
Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, to insure that the interest on such bonds or notes remains
exempt from gross income for federal income tax and New Jersey Gross Income Tax Act
purposes, if so sold, and to make any and all determinations or elections necessary or desirable
with regard to such tax status and may invest the proceeds of any such sale in accordance
therewith.

Section 5. The capital budget of the Township is hereby amended to conform with the
provisions of this ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. The resolution, in the
form promulgated by the Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget



and capital program as approved by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services,
is on file with the Clerk and is available there for public inspection.

Section 6. The following additional matters are hereby determined, declared, recited and
stated:

(a) The improvements or purposes described in Section 3(a) of this ordinance
is not a current expense. They are improvements or purposes that the Township may lawfully
undertake as general improvements, and no part of the cost thereof has been or shall be specially
assessed on property benefited thereby.

(b) The average period of usefulness of the improvements or purposes within
the limitations of the Local Bond Law, according to the reasonable life thereof computed from
the date of the bonds authorized by this ordinance, taking into consideration the respective
amounts of bonds or notes, is not less than 15 years.

(c) The Supplemental Debt Statement required by the Local Bond Law has
been duly prepared and filed in the office of the Township Clerk, and a complete executed
duplicate thereof has been filed in the office of the Director of the Division of Local Government
Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State of New Jersey. Such statement
shows that the gross debt of the Township as defined in the Local Bond Law is increased by the
authorization of the bonds and notes provided in this bond ordinance by $568,000 and the
obligations authorized herein will be within all debt limitations prescribed by that Law.

(d) An aggregate amount not exceeding $125,000.00 for items of expense
listed in and permitted under N.J.S.A. §40A:2-20 is included in the estimated cost indicated
herein for the purpose or improvement.

(e) The financial officer is authorized to designate such bonds or notes as
"Qualified Tax Exempt Obligations” pursuant to I.R.C. Section 265 so long as the Township has
not issued other such obligations beyond the limitations set forth in the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended.

Section 7. All grant monies from any source received for the purpose described in
Section 3(a) hereof shall be applied either to direct payment of the cost of the improvement or to
payment of the obligations issued pursuant to this ordinance. The amount of obligations
authorized but not issued hereunder shall be reduced to the extent that such funds are so used.

Section 8. The full faith and credit of the Township are hereby pledged to the punctual
payment of the principal of and the interest on the obligations authorized by this bond ordinance.
The obligations shall be direct, unlimited obligations of the Township, and the Township shall be
obligated to levy ad valorem taxes upon all the taxable real property within the Township for the
payment of the obligations and the interest thereon without limitation of rate or amount.

Section 9. The Township hereby declares its official intent to reimburse itself from the
proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance pursuant to
Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(e), promulgated under the Internal Revenue Code of
1986, as amended ("Code"), for "original expenditures", as defined in Income Tax Regulation
Section 1.150-2(c)(2), made by the Township prior to the issuance of such bonds or bond
anticipation notes.

Section 10.  In the event that any section or part of this ordinance shall be declared to
be unconstitutional, invalid, or inoperative, in whole or in part, by a court of competent
jurisdiction, such section or part shall, to the extent that it is not unconstitutional, invalid, or
inoperative, remain in full force and effect and no such determination shall be deemed to
invalidate the remaining sections or parts of this ordinance or the ordinance as a whole.

This bond ordinance shall take effect 20 days after the first publication thereof after final
adoption, as provided by the Local Bond Law.

Mrs. Perkins advised that the Environmental Advisory Committee had three members attend the
Shade Tree Conference on October 23™.

Mr. McElwee — Liaison to Senior Advisory and Sewerage Authority

Senior Advisory

Mr. McElwee reported that the Senior Advisory Committee will be holding a Red Cross blood
drive on December 9" from 1-7 at the municipal building.

Sewerage Authority
Mr. McElwee advised that the Sewerage Authority is meeting tonight.

Mayor Trainor — Liaison to EPAA and Redevelopment Committee

Redevelopment Commilttee

Mayor Trainor advised that the new Auto Direct Cars will be opening soon in the old Wetherill’s
location; the facility is looking great. He also reported that the Aldi will be changing from their
old location to the new location at the intersection of Rt. 130 and Mt. Holly Road with the
addition of many specialty food items. He further reported that there is possible development of
vacant lots along Rt. 130 corridor.

Mayor Trainor said there was great positive feedback from the business breakfast and they hope
to get a business association or Rotary Club started.



EPAA

Mayor Trainor reported the EPAA bonfire is scheduled for November 21 at Weimann Field and
will offer games and other events during the bonfire. He said that basketball registration is now
closed and soccer season has ended. He advised that basketball starts in December.

Mayor Trainor announced again that there will be a Veterans Day ceremony at Beverly National
Cemetery tomorrow, 11/11 at 11 AM; all are welcome to attend.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC

Dennis Robbins, 9 Crystal Drive —

Environmental Committee — Mr. Robbins informed committee that the project on Cardinal Dr.
included 2 new Ash trees. We have a problem in our community with the Ash Borer beetle.
Township Committee advised that they plans we were not aware of this and can look into having
them replaced.

Mr. Robbins inquired about the availability of Grant money for a tree inventory. He said this
would be a 3 part program with a $5K initial inventory, $10K removal and $250K replacement.
He also said he was advised not to hire college students to assist with the tree inventory.
Township Committee advised possible program and grant writing assistance through ERI or
grant writing assistance through the Burlington County Bridge Commission.

Ann Clark, 300 Hayes Ave. —

Ms. Clark said she walks at Woodlake Park and noticed that the trees that had died were replaced
with the same type of tree. She wanted to know why if they died the first time they weren’t
replaced with a different type of tree. Also, she said that the wild flower spots at the park need to
be mowed.

Judy Hall, 6 Johnson Place —

Mrs. Hall advised that the storms and snow plowing have caused the street to become cinders
and holes and that there is no road left.

Township Committee reviewed that they have reviewed Johnson Place with Rakesh Darji,
Township Engineer and that the conditions of the road are poor.

Mrs. Hall also stated that both of her neighbors’ sewer lateral lines are not located entirely on
their respective properties and the sewer laterals run on her property; one of the neighbor’s water
line also runs on her property. She further stated that she thinks it’s time for the Township to
address the problem and said that one of her neighbors has already had to reroute their sewer
lateral line.

Kevin Johnson, 307 Cardinal Rd. —

Sewerage Authority — Mr. Johnson, speaking for the Sewerage Authority advised that they are
aware of the situation and the Authority is in the process of reviewing all roads to see if the
problem exists anywhere else in town.

Township Committee discussed that they will be reaching out to the Authority to hold a joint
meeting on December 2™ at 6 PM to discuss the issues.

Dennis Robbins, 9 Crystal Drive —
Mr. Robbins requested that a call be made to residents if an inspection time cannot be kept.

Dom Troisi, 426 Taylor Court —



Mr. Troisi said that he also lives on a cul-de-sac and believes the use of salt is causing
deterioration to some of the roads in the township. He reviewed that he plows roads and does
not use salt and they do not have the same issues as the other small roads.
